Raccoon

First glances at data…
• Most widespread species: 

Bobcat and coyote, each at 7 transects out of 10

• Most abundant (frequently detected) species: 
Bobcat 41, Coyote 16, Beaver 8, Marten 7, 
others 1 or 2 only

• Least abundant and widespread species: 
Mink, Raccoon, Cougar, Elk, Bear all detected 
at only one site each, all only one data point 
(cougar 2)
