Clearcutting ancient &
wild forest led to timber
sale appeals & litigation

Forest Service policy
was slow to adapt to
new science and public
concerns

Equal dissatisfaction on
all sides

Northeast Washington Forestry Coalition

Formed in 2002 -

Participants include timber
industry, recreation,
conservation, government

Agriculture Secretary
Vilsack called a “national
model” of collaboration

Crafted a collaborative
“blueprint” forest plan
alternative for the Colville
National Forest




Part 3: 8 Year multi-stakeholder process
“Blueprint” Forest Plan Alternative

Three management areas:

Production forestry: roaded
areas of prior harvest, elevated
fire risk - 20 year reentry

Restoration forestry: lightly
roaded, timber as byproduct of
reestablishing natural / historic
conditions — 20 to 100 year
reentry

Protected areas: natural &
prescribed fire used to maintain
dry forest

Innovative forestry practices that match

Goals include designation of:
215,000 acres of new wilderness
146,000 acre National Conservation Area

Scienc-based approach to connecting i
protecting wildlife

Provides wildlife safe passage between Cascade
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Contains Less than 1% of Washington's Wilderness
